Entries: 
Max Dimensions are 80”sq. i.e.- 8”x10” 
Theme: Small is Beautiful 

Work needs to be en Plein Air style, no figurative or still life’s.  
Work must be available and for purchase. 

Every artist accepted has to join the NHNM Membership, which is valid for one full year and 
accepted for all Socalpapa Gallery shows. NHNM Membership fee is: $35 

Each artist will be required to staff the gallery at least 1 day.  Out of town artists exempt – 
volunteers will fill in.  When you staff the gallery on your day, you may bring one painting to 
hang on the entrance door for sale.

March 1st – 15th : Online submittal of paintings at www.OnlineJuriedShows.com 
March 22nd : Notifications send out via email 
March 30 and 31st : Delivery of work (shipped work to arrive by the 31st) 
April 3rd : Reception at the Gallery 4-6pm 
June 10th : Last Day 
June 11 and 12 : Pick up of work, 10-4pm.  Shipped work will be packed and mailed on the following 
Monday. 

Entry Process: 

This is juried show.  The Juror is Jeff Horn.  
There will be two categories to submit your work: Professional and Non-Professional.  The 
decision to enter in one category or the other is entirely up to the artist.  However, only one 
category can be chosen. 

Professional entries are eligible for cash prizes, Non-Professional is eligible only for ribbons and 
recognition. 

All work must be submitted using OnlineJuriedShows.com.

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Your digital entry MUST BE 1920x1920pixels at @72dpi.  A square image.  
OnlineJuriedShows.com has a tool that will do this automatically for you.  It is found by 
clicking on “Artists” then on “Resize an Image”. 

A maximum of 2 images can be submitted, only one will be hung for display at a time.  The 
other painting, if accepted, will be used to replace sold paintings. 

Fees: 
A maximum of 2 entries can be submitted. 

Non-Professional: $15 
Professional: $35

When you are done submitting your images online, you will get a receipt, print out the 
receipt and send it in with your check. 

Commission split on sold work is 60% Artist/40% NHNM.  Checks for sold work will be sent 
from NHNM at the end of each month. 

Notification: 
Notification of accepted work will be sent on March 22nd via email.  You will receive one email 
per image entered. 

Delivery: 
Accepted work needs to be delivered on either March 30 or 31st, framed and ready to hang. 
Hours of delivery are 1 to 5pm.  If other arrangements need to be made, please contact Erich 
Neubert at 949-388-3407.   Please hand deliver paintings to the Socalpapa Gallery located in 
the Balboa Fun Zone.  If shipping your work, please have it arrive by the 31st.

Artists understand and agree that all paintings are required to be displayed in 
the SOCALPAPA Art Gallery until show closing date. A portion of proceeds of all artwork sold while on 
display will go to the NHNM Foundation. Insurance is the responsibility of the artist. Southern California 
Plein Air Painters Association, Newport Harbor Nautical Museum or any of its members will assume no 
liability for the loss, theft, or damage during all phases of this event. Artists participating in this show, 
agree to allow SOCALPAPA and NHNM reproduction privileges of their art for education, fund raising, or 
publicity purposes only. The only discount authorized is 10% to a confirmed minimum NHNM $100 
Member Level (split 5% equally between artist & NHNM). 
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
